Suspension of Award

The reasons for which you can suspend your award are given in the AHRC’s Guide for Award Holders Document, available from the AHRC website. Students must obtain approval of a College Concession prior to an AHRC suspension being processed.
Submitting Your Thesis

The AHRC require you to submit your thesis within one year of the prescribed end date of your award. If, for any reason, you are unable to meet with deadline, please contact Kirsty Woomble as soon as possible. It may be possible to apply to the AHRC (via the College) for an extension to your submission deadline, but this is usually only granted in exceptional circumstances.
