SUPPORT FOR STUDENT VISA - REQUEST FOR CAS INFORMATION
What is a CAS? 
When you apply to extend your UK student visa you will need to have a reference number that you can give to the visa authorities to show that you are a student at the university.  This reference is called the Certificate of Acceptance for Studies, or CAS.  

We will apply for a CAS from the UKBA and email it to you together with other information you will need.
When Should You Seek a CAS?

· DO NOT LEAVE IT UNTIL THE LAST MINUTE! 
You should aim to seek a CAS from us no earlier than four months before, and no later than one month before your current student visa expires, and you should also seek advice from the International Office about attending a visa workshop that they run.  Useful information can be found at:

The creation of CASs is a manual and time-consuming process and we are unable to respond to requests for immediate CASs.  Please note that typically it will take us a few days after your request to email the CAS information to you.  If your visa is not due to expire for some time then we will give priority to those needing their CASs earlier. 
What Does the University Need from Me Now?  
Although you have provided us with much information, before we can send you a CAS we need you to tell us a little more information as shown below; without this information we will be unable to help you obtain a student visa:


* Your University Number (“s” followed by 7 digits):  

* Your Passport Number – of the Non-EU/EEA passport you will use when seeking a visa extension.
* A photocopy of the page in your passport showing your photo and personal details.  This can be scanned and emailed to us as an attachment.
